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INTRODUCTION

This is the first supplement to my 1978 bibliography,’ published by the CBA as Research Report 25,
which primarily concentrated on material published between 1945 and 1974, but which included an
appendix listing material published up to March 1977.
This volume covers the years 1977-82, with publications known to the compiler at the time of writing
(April 1982). However, several minor references have been included which were omitted from Volume 1.
Many of these relate to Welsh castles, including the more important entries in the summer meeting
programmes of the Cambrian Archaeological Association, a publication of which I was not aware until I
joined the staff of the National Museum of Wales late in 1979. A major difference between Volume 2
and Volume 1 is the inclusion of Ireland in the final section of Volume 2, with its own short introduction
highlighting some of the main publications for the years 1945-82 on Norman and later fortifications.
Volume 2, like Volume 1, has an Appendix.
Warne’s Observer series is aimed at the younger reader, but Davison’s Castles (part la), the 78th in the
series, should find a place on any adult bookshelf It provides an excellent and concise coverage of the
main developments and features which a visitor might find when wandering around castles, including
useful sections on such topics as drawbridges and their workings. The book ends with a gazetteer of sites
in Britain and Ireland which are normally open to the public. Another gazetteer forms the bulk of Fry’s
The David & Charles Book of Castles, and contains a useful section on Pontefract (West Yorkshire)
apparently based on recent local research, whilst Kightly’s Strongholds of the Realm provides a basic
outline of the development of fortification in Britain from prehistoric to modem times, including a
respectable coverage of early artillery fortification, a topic often omitted from books of this type.
Illustrations such as the artist’s impression of the Civil War earthwork. the Queen’s Sconce, Newark
(p 178), help to create a greater understanding of some of our monuments. Forde-Johnston’s A Guide to
the Castles of England and Wales in the series of Constable pocket guides is a useful companion for those
touring the major monuments. Although the majority of the castles in the book are well covered by
official guidebooks, the visitor who does not require such detail will find the concise summaries in the
guide of some value.
It is appropriate, for one who has contributed so much to castle studies, that the Festschrift in honour of
Dr A J Taylor, Ancient Monuments and Their Interpretation, should contain several chapters on military
architecture. Usk Castle (Gwent), the Wakefield Tower in the Tower of London (Greater London), the
outer gatehouse or de Ireby’s Tower at Carlisle Castle (Cumbria), and the hall at Kenilworth
(Warwickshire) are examined by Knight, Curnow, Gilyard-Beer, and Thompson respectively. There
have also been several other items on the Tower of London, some produced for the ninth centenary
celebrations held in 1978, including Hammond’s Royal Fortress and The Tower of London: its Buildings
and Institutions edited by Charlton. The latter contains two general papers by Brown and an examination
of the Bloody Tower by Curnow. Two articles have appeared in the London Archaeologist on the Tower.
Sturdy examines the ‘many structural inconsistencies’ representing various changes in the planning of
the White Tower, suggesting that there may originally have been a ground floor residence akin to the
building at Castle Acre (Norfolk) in its first phase. In the second paper Pamell reports on some of the
post-medieval buildings that formerly stood on the Tower Green, notably the Main Guard.
Another fine keep, Norwich (Norfolk), is the subject of a brief but interesting note by Whittingham who
shows through the study of various masons’ marks how in 1101 and c 1120 workmen moved from the
cathedral to work on the keep. By 1122 Hem-y I was able to spend Christmas in the castle.
A conference was held at Caen in France in 1980 on fortifications of earth in western Europe from the
10th to the 12th century, and the proceedings were published in Archéologie Médiévale (part lb, under
Caen). The conference explored three themes, ‘la motte; l’enceinte castrale; chateau et pouvoirs de
commandement’. Each theme is examined in detail, and is followed by a lengthy discussion by the
participants, including from Britain R A Brown, D J C King, D F Renn, and A J Taylor. In the same
volume there is a paper on the gates of castles and towns by Mesqui which is included in this
supplement (part 1b) because comparisons are made with British examples, with several plans, although
the paper naturally concentrates on French gateways before 1350; in the same way a recent paper by
Curnow is also included (part lc).
King in a volume of essays presented to J G N Renaud reviews the ‘varied character and purposes’ of
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castles in England and Wales (part lc), concentrating on Dover and Hever (Kent), Pembroke and
Benton (Dyfed), White and Raglan (Gwent), Nunney (Somerset), Dunstanburgh (Northumberland), and
Bewcastle (Cumbria). The paper is illustrated with several plans and photographs.
The collection of essays in memory of Stuart Rigold contains five papers on castle studies. West
examines Acton Burnell (Shropshire), its form, use, and purpose, and this is followed by Renn on the
gatehouse of Tonbridge Castle (Kent). It is suggested that the date of the gatehouse is c 1265, virtually
contemporary with and nearly identical in plan to the inner east gate at Caerphilly (Mid Glamorgan),
both castles belonging to the Clare family. Renn also examines two centuries of gatehouse development
in England. Morley discusses aspects of 14th century castle design, particularly the castles of Okehampton
(Devon), Middleham (North Yorkshire), and Old Wardour (Wiltshire), emphasizing a difference in
planning between these and such buildings as Bolton (North Yorkshire) renowned for its internal
arrangements. Taylor gives a transcription of Stephen de Pencestre’s account as Constable of Dover
Castle (Kent) for 1272-4, whilst Thompson discusses the significance of the buildings of Ralph, Lord
Cromwell, namely South Wingfield Manor (Derbyshire) and Tattershall Castle (Lincolnshire).
The RCHM (England)* has produced three inventories which include castle sites. The first volume on
Sahsbury (Wiltshire) covers the castle of Old Saturn and the town defences of Salisbury itself. Several
minor castles are described in two Northamptonshire inventories, including the fine motte and bailey at
Lilbourne. Unfortunately the RCHM (England) has resurrected the misleading term ‘ring motte’ when
describing the ringwork at Long Buckby. RCAHM (Wales) however uses the term ‘castle ringwork’ for
similar sites which is a more accurate and satisfactory description.
King has continued his thorough surveys of the castles in Wales with papers in Archaeologia Cambrensis
and Chateau Gaillard on Pembroke Castle (Dyfed). In the former journal Griffiths discusses the sources
for the Norman and Welsh castles at Aberystwyth (Dyfed) which preceded the Edwardian foundation,
and the castle and borough of Aberystwyth to 1644 is the subject of a paper by Spurgeon in a collection
of essays. The differences in the interpretation of the standing remains at Criccieth (Gwynedd) as seen
by Johns3 and Gresham4 are discussed by Tumbull in Fort, and Builth (Powys), the site of the least
known Edwardian castle, has been studied by Spurgeon with a detailed description of the remains.
Taylor’s paper on castle-building in Wales and the Savoy in the 13th century examines the five
constructional or architectural features to be found in the Edwardian castles of North Wales which can
be paralleled with work in Savoy. The five aspects are the use of helicoidal scaffolding in the
construction of walls and towers, the full-centred and semicircular arch, the distinctive garderobe at
Harlech, the use of pinnacles to embellish the crenellations, and, finally, the series of distinctive windows
to be seen at Harlech. The core of the paper is Taylor’s account of his researches on the continent in the
1950s during which he endeavoured to establish the connection.
A provisional statement on the castles of Glamorgan has been published by Spurgeon and Thomas,
based on fieldwork in preparation for the RCAHM’s forthcoming Glamorgan inventory, Vol 3.1, with
notes on some individual sites. Aspects include the ‘segregation’ of mottes and ringworks, there being
possibly twice as many castle ringworks as mottes.
In Scotland, Tabraham, during fieldwork in Upper Clydesdale (Strathclyde), examined the motte at
Roberton. The motte had been dug into late in the last century, and the cleaning of one of the sections
in 1976 revealed evidence for a palisade around the mound together with a structure on the summit. The
core of the motte was thought to have been constructed by erecting vertical shuttering and filling in the
enclosed area, but further work reported in Medieval Archaeology revealed that this was not the case,
and the castle is now considered not to have been built before the early 14th century.
The third volume of the Argyll survey (Strathclyde and Highland Regions) by the RCAHM (Scotland)
includes several castles and tower-houses, all of which are included in the supplement as individual
entries: for example, Aros, Breachacha, and Duart. Various theories have been proposed for the dating of
Kisimul Castle (Western Isles), but Dunbar has produced a detailed survey of the architectural
development of this island site which is primarily 15th century in date.
Coulson’s paper on structural symbolism (part lb) was written in the hope of ‘assisting a juster
understanding of so-called licences to crenellate as a source for the archaeologist and the architectural
historian’. Articles on later medieval buildings in England include Morley’s Hylton Castle (Tyne and
Wear), a gatehouse tower of the late 14th century with a fine heraldic display on the west front, and
Alcock on Maxstoke (Warwickshire). Broughton Castle (Oxfordshire) cannot be classed as a castle, but a
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recent study has shown that a 14th century chamber block was converted into a tower-house in the
following century, and loops in the range beside the gatehouse may have been designed for handguns.

Archaeological Journal 136 consists of’ papers presented to S D T Spittle and contains various articles on
British military architecture, including a general paper on the Tower of London by Brown. The castles
of Rye - the Ypres Tower - and Winchelsea in East Sussex are examined by Renn, primarily
concentrating on the former, together with plans and elevations and fire plan. The late 16th century Z-
plan house of Carnousie (Grampian), now a sad shell, is described by Slade who draws comparisons with
similar structures. Dixon examines 16th and 17th century society along the Anglo-Scottish border and
the buildings which it produced. The terms ‘bastles’ and ‘peles’ which can prove confusing are made
clearer in this paper (part lb).
Work in England dominates the excavation reports. The results of the Royal Archaeological Institute’s
origins of the castle project were published in Archaeological Journal 134 together with an introduction
by Saunders, and at the same time the reports were issued as an RAI monograph. Bramber and Hastings
in West and East Sussex respectively together with Baile Hill in York (North Yorkshire) are covered in
more detail than the interims on Hen Domen (Powys) and Sulgrave (Northamptonshire). Hen Domen is
still in course of excavation, but there are brief annual reports published in Medieval Archaeology and
other publications. The first volume of the excavation report by Barker and Higham has recently been
announced; it will be published as an RAI monograph and cover the structural evidence. Later volumes
will report on the finds, reconstructions of the buildings, and the settlement pattern.
At Sulgrave a castle ringwork enclosed a stone hall and other buildings some of which are Saxon in date,
a situation which can be compared with the excavation results at Goltho (Lincolnshire) where a small
but powerful castle of c 1100 was built directly on the site of an early 11th century strongly defended
Saxon hall complex.
Work by Saunders on Lydford Castle (Devon) has shown that the term ‘castle’ as applied to this site is
really a misnomer. The first tower, dating to the late 12th century, was a free-standing tower used as a
prison; the tower was partially demolished in the later 13th century and rebuilt with a mound enclosing
the lower storey, and a bailey was added. The building continued as a prison until the 18th century.
Despite its castle appearance the interest in Lydford lies in the fact that it is the earliest purpose-built
prison in this country.
Two interim reports have been published on the excavations at Okehampton (Devon). The second is a
brief preliminary account of the work on the bailey, whilst the filler first report covers the motte and
keep, the latter being originally square in plan and standing at one end of the motte. It dates from the
reign of William I and was rebuilt c 1300. Barnard Castle (Durham) has also been the subject of two
interim reports, the first of which is concerned with the excavations in the Town Ward. The main
features represent the 14th century Warwick rebuild which included a new wet moat complete with dam
and sluice, a tower housing the drawbridge, and a second tower at the south end of the moat in the
south-west angle of the Town Ward. The second report examines the results from the work on the inner
ward, concentrating on the later medieval features, and includes a summary of the existing fabric as well
as a detailed analysis of the environmental material removed from a drain.
The results of the excavations in the upper bailey at Pleshey Castle (Essex) carried out in 1959-63 have
been published as a British Archaeological Report. The earliest structure was the foundation for either a
defensive or ecclesiastical tower. A timber building, possibly a chapel, succeeded the tower which in its
turn was replaced by a stone chapel, one of the few castle chapels to be thoroughly excavated. The
excavations at Rayleigh (Essex), also carried out some years ago, were published in 1981. Most of the
report is devoted to the results of the work undertaken in 1959-61, but there is also a section on the
1969-70 excavation of the castle barbican. The report consists of the documentary history followed by
the main report which divides the castle’s occupation into six periods mainly dating to c 1070-1350, with
17th century reoccupation of the bailey area. An unusual aspect of the castle was the construction of a
bank with palisade on the slopes of the motte, a feature included in a reconstruction drawing of the
castle by the late Alan Sorrell.
The 34th research report of the Society of Antiquaries was the first to cover a post-Conquest subject;
this was Cunliffe’s third report on the Portchester excavations in Hampshire, the first two volumes
having covered the results from the Roman and Saxon periods. A description of the outer defences with
the two gates is included in the report. The forthcoming fourth volume will cover the inner bailey. The
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results of the excavations at Rochester (Kent) would suggest that the earliest castle, ie pre-Gundulfian,
was on the site of the present building, and that there may have been at least one rectangular mural
tower of the 12th century. The identification of the ‘siege-trench’ has been tentatively asigned to the
siege of 1215. The first in a series of reports by the Canterbury Archaeological Trust appeared in 1982
and covered the excavations at Canterbury Castle. The section on the castle itself includes an
architectural and documentary history of the keep by Renn with several plans and elevations. The
second report, due to be published in 1982, will be on the excavations of the Roman and medieval town
defences, and will contain a survey of the late 14th century West Gate. The mystery surrounding the
mound in Canterbury known as the Dane John would appear to have been solved according to a report
in a 1981 issue of Current Archaeology. The earthwork has been interpreted as a motte and bailey, the
first castle of Canterbury, preceding the Norman keep by a few years, as the excavations have uncovered
the bailey ditch.
Reference has already been made to Castle Acre (Norfolk), and a summary of this most interesting
excavation has appeared in Château Gaillard. The first building in the upper ward was a double hall of
two storeys with a ground floor entrance and surrounded by a low palisaded bank, c 1080. The palisade
was soon replaced by the first masonry curtain and then, probably during the Stephen and Matilda civil
war, the hall was converted into a keep and a new curtain wall was erected on the line of its predecessor.
Subsequently the southern half of the keep was demolished and the spine wall correspondingly thickened
to become the south wall of the smaller keep. The upper ward was apparently abandoned c 1150.
A note and a short article on ‘The Mound’ at Church Norton (West Sussex) have been written by
Aldsworth. The note examines the excavations carried out in 1911 and 1965 which were not fully
published, and what was revealed within the castle ringwork was the foundation of a square masonry
tower, possibly a keep, with an adjacent small building. A document of 1662 mentions the tower as once
belonging to a castle and that it later acted as a campanile.

A lengthy report because of the quantity of the finds has been published in Archaeologia Aeliana by
Harbottle and Ellison on the excavation of the castle ditch of Newcastle (Tyne and Wear).
The work at Conisbrough (South Yorkshire) was concentrated on the gatehouse and adjacent area,
Much of the gate had collapsed down the moat, although its eastern tower and part of the curtain wall
were largely intact, with a first floor passage and garderobe; the tower had been refaced c 1125-50. A
pair of lead-lined holes with the metalwork somewhat worn would seem to have been for the drawbridge
chains or ropes. In the casemate buildings of the gate a fine latrine with ashlar seat was revealed, located
in a basement room under a guard chamber.
Laugharne Castle (Dyfed) is currently undergoing consolidation and excavation by the Welsh Office, and
Avent has published four interim reports to date. The first three cover the 1976-8 excavations, whilst the
fourth report summarises the results from 1976 to 1980. The main features revealed so far relate to the
Tudor rebuilding, although a full report on the outer gatehouse appeared in the first interim. An account
by Webster on the first year’s work at Dryslwyn also in Dyfed is included in the fourth Laughame
interim as a joint publication. At Rumney Castle (South Glamorgan) Lightfoot has been fortunate
enough to have been able to excavate virtually the complete site before the area was due to be developed.
The site was originally a ringwork, but in the 13th century the bank seems to have been levelled, and
there may have been a strong tower or keep. The castle may have been burnt during the 1294 uprising
by the Welsh; a burnt building sealed a hoard of 63 Edward I silver pennies.
The main area of excavation at Lochmaben (Dumfries and Galloway) was the gatehouse where three
phases were uncovered, built in a short period of time late in the reign of Edward III, replacing the
earlier earthwork and timber defences. The report on an aspect of the defences of Threave in the same
region is mentioned below in the section on artillery defences, but the excavation report has appeared in
Medieval Archaeology. The work included the reexcavation of two stone buildings in the outer enclosure
which had been demolished to make way for the artillery wall built c 1450. Amongst the finds were 34
gunstones possibly for small wrought-iron breechloaders.
Excavations on town defences include reports on Bath and Bristol (Avon), the double-wall at Oxford
(Oxfordshire), Newcastle (Tyne and Wear), Worcester (Hereford and Worcester), Oswestry (Shropshire),
and Swansea (West Glamorgan). Burrow’s paper on the walls of Exeter (Devon) is a detailed account of
the standing remains, and the Society for Medieval Archaeology’s monograph on the excavations at
King’s Lynn (Norfolk) by Clarke and Carter contains a useful summary of the medieval and post-
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medieval fortifications.
Several guidebooks to castles in state care have been published by HMSO for the Department of the
Environment, the Welsh Office, and the Scottish Development Department. The new format of the
Scottish guides is welcome, but the major publications have stemmed from the Welsh Office with guides
to Denbigh (Clwyd), Caerphilly (Mid Glamorgan), Grosmont (Gwent), Bronllys (Powys), Beaumaris
and Harlech (Gwynedd). The publication of the latter two guides now means that Dr Arnold Taylor has
covered the major Edwardian castles in North Wales. The Caerphilly guide by Johns is a monumental
piece of work, even eclipsing in length the Fountains Abbey guidebook, and it does full justice to this
truly spectacular castle,

The Fortress Study Group has continued to publish papers on artillery fortifications in its journal Fort, 5

including defences in countries other than Britain. Items have included the walls of Southampton
(Hampshire), Chatham and Dover (Kent), and the Victorian forts around Alderney (Channel Islands),
and Hogg (part lb) has produced a useful article on the identification of gun emplacements in later 19th
century forts. A survey of the defences around Portland and Weymouth (Dorset) has appeared in one of
the supplements to Fort. Hughes has produced as an FSG monograph a chronology of events in world
fortifications for the years 1800 to 1914, and in the same volume is a valuable glossary of terms used in
military architecture (part la).
The earliest artillery fortifications in England and Wales from the late 14th century until the Henrician
forts of 1539 have been examined by Kenyon (part lb) in a paper which mentions all sites in the two
countries which have gunports known to the author at the time of its writing, as well as documentary
evidence for other works. The paper concentrates on the major defence works, that is the castles, town
defences, and blockhouses, with a shorter section on the houses with only one gunloop or more. The
excavations at Threave Castle (Dumfries and Galloway) by Tabraham and Good have produced
evidence for a date of c 1450 for the artillery wall around the tower-house, making it one of the earliest
Scottish castles with gunloops. The blockhouse at Dunbar (Lothian), which was built by 1523 with large
gunloops and possibly of French design, is the subject of a paper by MacIvor. At the same time MacIvor
looks at Lord’s Mount. Berwick upon Tweed (Northumberland). built in 1539-42. as well as other
contemporary sites in Scotland. MacIvor also describes the types of guns that could be mounted at
Dunbar and Berwick and the means by which they may have been positioned in the gun casemates. In
the Taylor Festschrift MacIvor examines Craignethan Castle (Strathclyde), the most interesting feature
of which is the gunlooped caponier dated to c 1530-40, the earliest known in Britain. The castle is also
the subject of a guidebook by the same author.

Morley has written a valuable illustrated outline to the Henrician coastal forts (part la), and other
material on Tudor fortification includes Harris with a well illustrated paper on Sandgate Castle (Kent),
and Kenyon on the l559 survey of the Isle of Wight forts together with three on the Hampshire
mainland. Some of the lesser known Henrician defences, the bulwarks between Walmer, Deal, and
Sandown (Kent, under Deal) as depicted by William Stukeley in the 18th century, are the subject of a
note in Antiquaries Journal. There have been excavations at two of the blockhouses built by Henry VIII
to cover the Thames, namely Gravesend and Milton (Kent). At Milton the foundations of a landward
facing angle bastion were revealed. The bastion would have been very similar to the one built by Sir
Richard Lee at Upnor in the same county and the subject of a chapter in the Taylor Festschrift. Lee is
mentioned in connection with work at Milton in 1545, and it may be therefore that the Milton bastion
dates to c 1545-7 making it one of the first bastions of its type in England. Evidence for another early
angle bastion, a flankered demi-bastion of c 1548-60, has been excavated at Stirling Castle (Central).
Yarmouth Castle on the Isle of Wight has the earliest angle bastion still standing - although Eyemouth
(Borders), currently under excavation, is a close second -and there is a guide to the fort reissued in a
second edition and in an improved format.
It is fitting that several new publications have appeared concerned with Portsmouth and the Solent
defences (Hampshire and the Isle of Wight) besides those mentioned above, for this is the premier area
in Britain for artillery defences (with all due deference to Kent) with works surviving from the 15th
century to modem times. The demand for Saunders’ important paper on Hampshire coastal defence
which first appeared in Archaeological journaI 123 has led the Royal Archaeological Institute to reissue it
as a monograph with only minor changes in format. Williams has written a new account of the western
defences of Portsmouth around Gosport, replacing his 1974 booklet, including a description of the late
18th century Fort Monckton, normally closed to the public for military reasons. The early maps of
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Portsmouth have been listed and described by Hodson in a volume in the Portsmouth Record Series,
accompanied by a portfolio of plans, and this will remain an indispensable work for the student of the
Portsmouth defences.6 The first two papers by Kenyon in a series on the 1623 survey of the south coast
defences examined the findings for part of the Solent area, namely St Andrew’s, Southsea, and
Portsmouth itself The third paper due to appear in 1983 will cover the remaining Solent fortifications.
The 19th century Needles batteries on the Isle of Wight are the subject of a recent National Trust
guidebook.
The work of the Kent Defence Research Group and the Medway Military Research Group has resulted
in the publication of several booklets, as well as notes in Kent Archaeological Review. The KDRG has
published a handbook compiled by Bennett listing all the artillery defences in the county including the
lines of pillboxes built during the Second World War. The MMRG naturally concentrates on the
Chatham area. The Martello towers of the Romney Marsh area have been covered in a private
publication by Glendinning.
An unusual monument is surveyed in the third RCHM (England) inventory of Northamptonshire. This
is a redoubt at Weedon Bec which would appear to have been built as part of a military training
programme following the construction of the barracks at Weedon in 1803.
Two interesting Victorian forts at Littlehampton and Shoreham in West Sussex have been examined by
Aldsworth. They were completed in 1854 and 1857 respectively, and the article includes plans of both
forts based on surveys of the 1880s and a new survey carried out in 1980, as well as photographs of the
1880s and 1920s of Shoreham Fort. The text primarily concentrates on Shoreham with sections and
elevations of the fort. An interesting aspect of both forts is the Carnot wall.
Finally, the 18th century fort at Whitehaven (Cumbria) is discussed in two articles, and a guide has been
published on the 19th century Fort Nothe at Weymouth (Dorset). Tomlinson’s book on the Ordnance
Office has been included (part la) although it is not directly concerned with the Office’s building
activities but rather the administrative workings. The lines of pillboxes built during the last war have
been recorded by Wills who has produced two short articles on these defences (part lb), and credit must
also be given to CBA Group 9 for publishing in their Newsfetter a survey with plans of the pillboxes at
Bampton and Long Wittenham (Oxfordshire).
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THE BIBLIOGRAPHY

The basic layout of this volume is broadly similar to the original work, although the new counties of
E n gland and Wales and the Scottish regional are used.’ However, the new counties such as East Sussex
and Sou th  Glamorgan  a re  g rouped  under their original county names followed by any genera1 material
relating to the old counties as a whole; this is then followed by the new divisions.

The annual summaries of excavations in Medieval Archaeology and Post-Medieval Archaeology were
simply referred to in the Bibliography as Medieval Archaeology, 14 (1970), 177, for example. I have
decided to give the references in full as some readers thought that this material was omitted completely.
An entry will now read, for example, ‘Medieval Britain in 1979’, LE Webster & J Cherry, Medieval
Archaeology, 24 (1980), 249.

The individual books in Penguin’s Buildings of England series were not included in the Bibliography, nor
are they added to this volume; suffice it to say that the volumes for England have now all been
published, and should also be regarded as sources for descriptions of castles. Nevertheless, all the recent
volumes covering some of the counties of Wales, Scotland, and Ireland have been listed, one volume for
each country to date.

A point not previously stressed is that for several minor sites I have naturally had to accept the authors’
interpretations that they were in fact castles; users of this volume should not necessarily assume that a
castle exists at a certain place simply because of its inclusion in the Bibliography and this volume, but
should read the evidence for themselves. I know, for example, that a new site in Hereford and Worcester
is regarded by one authority as being doubtful (pers comm).

Corrections to the Bibriography are listed before Part 1, whilst references originally omitted appear in the
main sequence. Again, all items with illustrations are indicated with an asterisk.

Once again I would ask for information on anything that has been excluded or requires correction,
especially with regard to the section on Ireland.*

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Part 3

IRELAND

I have used the designation Ireland to cover both the Republic and the North, so that the arrangement of
counties in part 3d is in one alphabetical sequence. Much of the general material in the first section
naturally covers both sides of the border, and to have had an individual general section for both
countries would have meant unnecessary duplication.
It was immediately apparent during the compilation of the bibliography that Ireland lacks a comprehensive
treatment of its castles and forts;19  what is required is a book comparable to Cruden’s 
Castle. Leask’s (part 3a), first published in 1941, is only 170 pages in length, and even
though it contains numerous illustrations it cannot do justice to the wealth of castles in Ireland. There
is no book on artillery fortification although the periodical literature does much to compensate for this.
Later publications which help to augment Leask’s book include the survey of archaeological sites in Co
Down, the main entries of which have been extracted for individual inclusion, and Renn in his 

(part 3a) also covers Ireland.
The first attempt at listing Irish mottes, built following the arrival of the first Normans in 1169, was
made by Orpen in Volume of (1907), and Glasscock has continued the
work, with McNeil1 publishing a list for Ulster (part 3b). McNeil1 in his recent book 

(part 3a) includes a section on the Ulster motte, and stresses how few would appear to have had
baileys, about 23%. The mottes and baileys were concentrated on the borders of the earldom, suggesting
that they acted as garrison forts for the military, especially as the baileys were small and compact. The
author also examines the evidence for native castles as well as later masonry sites.
The study of the earthwork castle is complicated by the profusion of ringworks, generally known as
ringforts in the Republic and raths in the North. The problems associated with these earthworks have
been discussed in various papers by Barrett & Graham, Lynn, and McNeil1 (part 3b). The majority
probably date to c AD 500-1000, but some may date to the Norman period. The following examples,
mainly drawn from Co Down, illustrate clearly the varied methods of earthwork castle construction in
Ireland. At Lismahon (Co Down) a motte was raised over a rath c 1200, and the summit was palisaded,
surrounding a house with attached tower, a workshop, and a weapon pit for an archer. Waterman in his
Lismahon report argues that the motte may have been of native construction, imitating the Norman
pattern. Weapon pits have also been found at Clough Castle, a motte and bailey in Co Down. The
buildings on this motte were a short-lived hall followed by a keep.
Ballynarry, another castle mound in Co Down, was excavated by Davison. It was formed by heightening
a rath to form a low mound with a clay rampart encircling the summit. The footings of a rectangular
house or tower were also excavated. There is documentary evidence for work undertaken at the motte
with two baileys built on a fresh site at Ballyroney (Co Down). A new bridge and palisade are mentioned
in the Irish Pipe Rolls, but no structural features were found on the motte which was discovered to have
been heightened by c 6ft, together with evidence for native occupation. At Castleskreen in Co Down an
oval motte was built over part of a rath, the remainder of which was used as the bailey; no features were
found on the motte. The motte at Lorrha (Co Tipperary) has suffered from erosion, enabling a section to
be examined by Talbot. The evidence suggests a further method of castle construction, as a ringwork
was dug first as a preliminary phase in the construction of the motte; the ringwork was then infilled and
raised to form the motte. The purpose of the ringwork in this case was evidently to give a firm base to
the mound to prevent subsidence; it would also have initially provided its builders with a measure of
protection. A few examples are known outside Ireland where a ringwork was later converted to a motte.
At Aldingham in Cumbria, originally in Lancashire, the 12th century castle was a ringwork with timber
buildings, and later in that century was tilled in level with the top of the bank, to be heightened in the
13th century.20

Many of the above papers were published in the and this periodical
contains a wealth of material on medieval Irish fortification, especially by Waterman, with Jope writing
on some of the later buildings relating to the Ulster Plantation in the 17th century. Papers by Waterman
in other journals include an examination of the 13th century rectangular keeps at Grenan (Co Kilkenny)
and Glanworth (Co Cork), and an article on Moylough in Galway.
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
