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Introduction

The CBA's aims include acting as a focus for the promotion
of archaeology in education, and the encouragement of
widespread participation in archaeology throughout society.
These are mutually reinforcing aims. Fortunately,
archaeology is now available at all levels of education. A
major advance in recent years has been the creation of
national curricula in England, Scotland and Wales, in which
the use of archaeological evidence has to be included in the
teaching of the past. A level and GCSE archaeology have
long been available and an increasing number of schools and
colleges are offering these exams. Unfortunately, learning
how to use archaeological remains for teaching, and what
sort of remains are available to teachers, has not traditionally
been part of most teachers’ training. Furthermore, the
increasing demand for archaeology inevitably increases the
demand for resources. This directory aims to provide
information about resources for teachers and courses that
teachers might find useful.

The CBA has long been concerned to put teachers in
touch with resources and provide them with ideas about how
archaeology can be used in the curriculum. In 1992, the
CBA published The Archaeology Resource Book and Archeology
in the National Curriculum. Changes in the curricula after the
Dearing Report have provided the opportunity to update and
improve these. Some of the information in The Archaeology
Resources Book is now contained in the CBA's British
Archaeological Yearbook. This is a comprehensive guide to
professional archaeology, local archaeology societies and
higher education courses in the UK. Teaching Archaeology is
aimed specifically at teachers and lecturers at 5 to 14, GCSE
and A level. It provides details of where to find courses in
archaeology and resources available for teaching archaeology.
There are three types of resource listed: people (archaeologists
and education officers in museums/archaeological units),
archaeological remains (archaeological sites and archaeological
material in museums), and classroom materials (books, videos,
software).

An outline of the place of archaeology in the various levels
of education and the careers available is given in the first
section. Detailed information about any aspect of these can
be had from the British Archaeological Yearbook and from the
CBA directly. The second section lists people, museums and
sites. Apart from national organisations and re-enactment
groups, these are listed geographically by region and nation.

This should make it easier to find resources in the local area.
Classroom resources are listed in the final section. The
inclusion of any organisation, site or other resource in the
directory does not mean that they are approved by English
Heritage or the CBA for use by teachers or students.

Inevitably, directories are obsolescent as soon as they are
published. All efforts have been made to to ensure that Teaching
Archaeology is as up-to-date as possible. Corrections will
always be welcomed and should be sent to the Education
Officer at the CBA.

Ideas on how archaeological evidence can be
incorporated into the curricula will be available in three
publications. Archaeology in the English National Curriculum
(ed D Henson) will be published early in 1997. Archaeology
and the National Curriculum in Wales (ed R Howell) was
published in 1994 (price £5.50). Both can be obtained
from the CBA. For Scotland, Teaching the Past: Archaeology
5-14 (ed E and N Curtis) was published this year (available
from Scottish Children’s Press, Unit 14, Leith Walk Business
Centre, 130 Leith Walk, Edinburgh, EH6 5DT, price
£4.95).

Archaeology In education



Archaeology In schools

There are three national curricula in Britain. one each for
England, Wales and Scotland. Those for England and Wales
are statutory, but that for Scotland is merely recommended.
Archaeology does not appear as a separate subject within any
of them. However, the use of archaeological evidence is laid
down for history in England and Wales, and for people in the
past in Scotland. Teachers also find archaeology useful for
teaching a range of other subjects, including geography,
technology, science, maths and English. It is this
crosscurricular aspect of archaeological evidence that gives it
such great potential for use in schools.

It is also possible to study archaeology at GCSE, although
this is more common in colleges than schools (see
Archaeology in Further Education). Schools History Project
GCSE will also allow archaeology to be taught through the
History Around Us project work. Artefacts are specifically
mentioned as sources of evidence, as are buildings and sites.
Archaeological evidence can also be used in other parts of the
syllabuses offered by many boards, for instance the use of
prehistory on paper 1 of the NEAB syllabus.

Teaching archaeology at key
stages 1-3

As archaeology is not a topic in its own right within the
curriculum, it is best regarded as a set of resources to be
integrated into other topics. Using archaeology does not
demand detailed knowledge of the past on the part of the
teacher. but a willingness to apply various skills to the
remains of the past. Close cooperation with archaeologists in
museums or units will ensure that the archaeological content
of what is taught IS not misleading. The most important thing
that archaeology has to offer is the skills used for analysing
and interpreting the past. These are applicable to many areas
of life and can strengthen a pupil’s ability to cope with many
curriculum topics by giving them concrete examples to work
with. Projects involving archaeology work well when
teachers cooperate on joint projects, where skills are
transferred from one subject to an another.

Archaeology is included in only a minority of teacher
training courses. As a result many teachers do not feel
confident to include archaeology in their teaching.
Fortunately, there are plenty of sources of help and details of
them can be found in this directory. Many archaeologists are
willing to be involved in courses to help train teachers in the
basic archaeological skills. Many of these skills involve
ordinary activities that do not demand training in science,
expensive equipment or a detailed archaeological knowledge.
These include careful and systematic recording of sites and
finds, the use of observation, comparing and contrasting
artefacts with one another, sorting and classifying finds,
producing simple statistics from careful measurements,

plotting of information on maps and plans, and annotating
drawings of sites and artefacts.

England

A basic outline of how archaeology can be used in various
topics within the curriculum is given below. It is not
exhaustive but does give an idea of the wide potential that
exists for using archaeological evidence.

HISTORY

The skills necessary for studying history are laid down in five
key elements. Number four covers historical enquiry. It is
stated that:

Pupils should be taught how to find out about aspects
of the past from a range of sources of information,
including artefacts, pictures and photographs, adults
talking about their own past, written sources, and
buildings and sites.

Artefacts, buildings and sites are the province of archaeology
and can be used at all key stages. The other key elements can
also be taught using the physical remains of the past. Key
element 1 is about chronology and a great deal of
archaeology has been concerned with putting artefacts and
events in their proper sequence, and with methods of findmg
precise dates. Artefacts in museum collections are ideal for
putting into sequence and for understanding how the
physical condition of different materials changes with age. An
archaeological site reveals the stratigraphy of the past with
layer built upon layer. The second element is the concern of
most modem archaeologists: understanding how a past
society functioned and why changes occur. A glance at the
archaeological literature will soon reveal that there are
differing views on what happened and why. Differences in
interpretation (key element 3) are perhaps easier to see when
using archaeological evidence than when using historical
documents since physical remains cannot speak so directly to
us. Museum displays, the interiors of historic houses and
displayed ruins are all exercises in interpretation. Choices
have to be made about what information to present and what
story to tell. The buildings and sites listed in the regional
sections of the directory under English Heritage, the National
Trust and the Historic Houses Association are ideal for
examining these issues. This links with the fmal key element:
organising enquiry and communicating results. This is an
essential part of modem field archaeology. Any site report
can yield fruitful material for a teacher to use, although they
will need an archaeological interpreter to help them through
the layout and terminology.

Archaeology can be used at all key stages. Even at key
stage 1, there are many teachers who use archaeology. One
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of the topics in their programme of study is how we know
about the past. Young children are very receptive to the idea
that the past can be studied through objects. Indeed, the past
is more accessible to them in this form than through the
written word. Comparing the past with the present can be
done easily through any museum's collections.

In key stage 2, there are six study units and archaeology is
commonly used in three of them: the Romans;
Anglo-Saxons and Vikings, Ancient Greece, and past
non-European societies. These are the three for which
archaeological evidence is the major source of our
information. there are any museums with artefacts from
the Roman and Anglo-Saxon or Viking periods, and physical
remains still to see, often in the care of English Heritage.
Ancient Greek and non-European material can also be found
even in local museums. It never hurts to ask what they have
in their collections.

The other units can also include archaeology, even Britain
since 1930, for which there are plentiful material remains.
For the Tudors, there are buildings still in use that can
studies, alongside the ruined monasteries, many of which can
be visited free of charge by schools. We live in an
environment full of Victorian and earlier 20th century
evidence; houses, shops, factories, churches and chapels,
roads and street furniture, added to this are the collections of
domestic artefacts in museums.

Although the earliest study unit begins with the Romans,
earlier evidence can be brought into the local history unit,
where an aspect of local history can be studies over a long
period. Prehistoric evidence can be used to provide a long
time depth, and examples of early technology and uses of
material that differ a great deal from later times. Comparing
and contrasting prehistory with historic periods can help to
challenge our preconceptions about artefacts and the use of
materials. Understanding prehistory is also essential for
understanding how our present landscape and environment
came into being. County and District archaeologists can
provide information of prehistoric sites in the area.

Archaeological evidence is probably least used in key stage
3. this is unfortunate, as it can provide opportunity for
sophisticated first hand study of primary opportunity for
commonest units taught through archaeology are medieval
Britain and past non-European societies, although the latter
include examples for which documentary evidence is
abundant. However, the unity on a European turning point
specifically includes the Neolithic revolution as an example.
In many parts of the country there are tools of the earliest
farmers in museums, or remnants of their activity in the
landscape. The County Archaeologist or nearby field
archaeology unit will be able to give information of suitable
sites. Medieval Britain is the topic that will not have been
studies at key stage 2. Archaeological sources for this are
abundant and include may buildings still in use (eg
cathedrals). Likewise, the later periods can be studied in
depth through physical remains. for instance, understanding
the changes to people's lives brought about by the industrial
revolution is made easier if the pupils can study at first hand
the housing of different social classes. Also, the impact of
mass production can be studied by looking at the artefacts
that resulted, now stored in museums, and the effect they had
on people's lives.

GEOGRAPHY

The study of geography does not concern itself only with
the present. The curriculum States that pupils should be
given opportunities to undertake studies that focus on
geographical questions, including How did it get like this?
and How and why is it changing? Archaeology has much to
offer in understanding the development of landscapes over
time. Many geographical skills are those used by
archaeologists. These include making plans and maps,
using instruments in the field to gather information, using
aerial photographs, making graphical presentations of data,
and using information technology for handling and
presenting data. One aspect of the programme of study at
key stage 2 is understanding how the features of a locality
Influence the nature of settlement and activity.
Archaeological landscapes are ideal for this. The thematic
studies include looking at how settlements differ and
change, and how environments change, both of which are
topics of concern to archaeology.

DESIGN AND TECHNOLOGY

Examples of past technology are preserved as finds on
archaeological sites and in museum collections. The range of
materials used and the design of-such things as pots, houses,
metalwork and stone tools gives valuable insight into how
physical properties of materials were exploited and designs
were changed to meet different functional and stylistic
considerations. The often simpler nature of earlier technology
allows the principles of design to be more clearly isolated and
understood. Although relatively simple. the technology was
well suited for its tasks, and its study teaches respect for
mankind’s abilities.

INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY

Archaeologists need to handle large amounts of data and
relate finds and structures to each other, both horizontally
across the site or landscape and vertically through the soil.
They also need to present data and analyses of information to
their colleagues and the public. Using information
technology is vital to modern archaeology. Archaeology can
stimulate a pupil’'s grasp of information technology by
presenting interesting and concrete problems to be solved.
Archaeological experiment through reconstruction would
involve interesting and fun practical tasks, setting a series of
problem solving exercises.

SCIENCE

Science dnd archaeology connect in two ways.

Archaeological methodology is scientific in the broadest sense
of systematic enquiry, as laid down in the programmes of
study. Archaeology also employs many scientific techniques
to investigate sites and artefacts. In the Materials and their
Properties attainment target, specific archaeological
applications would include grouping rocks and sods by their
characteristics, understanding the changes brought about by
heating materials such 35 clay, and the smelting of metal from
its ores. The attainment target Physical Processes can include
the use of remote sensing techniques to understand the
properties of electricity and magnetism. Radioactivity plays a
key role in archaeology through its use in various dating
techniques.
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ENGLISH

Investigating artefacts or sites as part of a group will
involve a great deal of communication between pupils.
Presenting them with the unfamiliar situation of a historic
or archaeological site, or unfamiliar artefacts from the past,
will stretch their vocabulary and expressive abilities.
Structured activities can include writing leaflets and guides
to a site or to a museum. The writing of reports about a
site or the presentation of a site to the public through
written or verbal means can be useful tasks to focus pupils’

work.

MATHEMATICS

Maths plays an important role in archaeology. The
curriculum states that maths should be used and applied in
practical tasks, in real life problems. Many simple tasks can be
used, eg using right angled triangles to lay out a grid of
squares on a site, sorting and grouping finds for numerical
analysis, weighing artefacts and working out the density of
materials, calculating areas of buildings and rooms. Handling
data is a separate attainment target, in which many aspects
can be taught through archaeology, including the use of
computers, representing data in graphical form, interpreting
data and the understanding of probability in techniques like
radiocarbon dating.

ART

There is a requirement to use the work of artists and
craftspeople from the past in developing pupils appreciation
of their cultural heritage. This is to include the shape and
form of artefacts, and pattern and texture. Using pottery from
the Neolithic period onwards, with its variety of shapes,
textures, decoration and manufacture, would be a prime
example of how archaeology could contribute to this. Pupils
must also observe the natural and made environment.
Archaeological sites and artefacts would form good subjects
for artistic creation. Past works of art can themselves be
discovered through archaeology, for instance Roman and
medieval wall paintings or jewellery, which can be used to
stimulate pupils’ own works of art.

MODERN FOREIGN LANGUAGES

Much of the country’s archaeology is part of the tourist

itinerary and many sites have produced leaflets in foreign
languages Using a historic site to develop pupils use of
language for a concrete situation would be a valuable

exercise.

RELIGIOUS EDUCATION

This is not a subject within the national curriculum.

However, it is required by law to be included in the school
timetable. It is up to each local education authority to devise
an appropriate syllabus. While Christianity is the main
religion being taught, other religions are to be an integral part
of religious education. The aim of religious education is not
to instruct children in a particular faith but to educate them
about the forms and beliefs of the major religions.
Archaeology can help to do this by revealing the evidence for
how beliefs have changed over time and the variety of belief
practised in Britain over the millennia. Studies of the
archaeology of present day religious sites can also be valuable.

Scotland

The curriculum in Scotland is structured around five broad
curriculum areas: language, mathematics, environmental
studies, expressive arts, and religious and moral education.
Within these, there are several attainment outcomes which
form the precise topics to be taught.

One of the attainment outcomes in environmental studies
is people in the past. The key features of this topic include
understanding the nature of historical evidence, which will
necessarily incorporate archaeology. There are no specific
time periods to be studied, merely a requirement to cover the
main eras of human history. This can include prehistory.
Archaeological skills are ideal for teaching the strands of this
outcome. These are knowledge and understanding, planning
an enquiry, collecting evidence, recording and presenting,
interpreting and evaluating, and developing informed
attitudes. Collecting evidence refers specifically to observing
artefacts. One of the key features laid down is considering the
meaning of heritage. This covers understanding the influence
of the past on the present, and ways of conserving selected
features of the past.

Other outcomes also include archaeology. People and
places has as one of its key features the study of ways in
which places have affected people and people have used and
affected places. This is a neat summary of the aims of both
landscape and urban archaeology. The technology in society
outcome has to include study of the ways in which
technology has met and is meeting human needs. This clearly
involves looking at past technology, again an important part
of archaeology. The use of computers in archaeology is
reflected in the information technology outcome where their
use for data handling in environmental studies is mentioned.

Other curriculum areas could also be taught through
archaeology, in similar ways to those described above for
England. Differences from the English curriculum are that
the language area of study includes Gaelic as well as English
and a modern European language. It also includes Latin,
where there is great scope for using archaeology. Religious
and moral education includes sacred places and symbols
among the strands to be covered, the study of which has long
been an important part of archaeology.

Wales

The history curriculum in Wales follows the English pattern,
but with fewer, different study units. The key elements are
the same as in England. The differences begin at key stage 2.
There are only five study units; however, unlike in England,
they cover the whole of human history. Study unit 1 covers
prehistory and specifically mentions hunter-gatherers and
early farmers, and Celtic society in the lron Age. It also
examines Roman and early medieval times. Study unit 2
covers both the Tudors and Stuarts, while the third unit
includes both the Victorians and the 20th century (in
England, pupils would study only the Tudors and either the
Victorians or 20th century). Study unit 4 is a local historical
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study. The final unit is a choice of long term historical theme
from a list of seven options: houses and households, ships and
sailors, writing and reading, food and farming, land and air
transport, castles or religious buildings, and a non-British
ancient civilisation. Archaeology is a major component of
study unit 1 and of most of the historical theme options in
study unit 5. However, it can also be used for the remaining
units alongside traditional documentary evidence.

At key stage 3, the medieval study unit begins in 1000 and
so provides an opportunity to study pre-Norman
archaeology, unlike its English equivalent. This will be the
unit where archaeology is most used. The local study and
long term historical themes will also include some
archaeology in many cases. As in England, the curriculum
lays down the use of artefacts, buildings and sites as sources of
evidence. Therefore, archaeology should come into the
whole of the history curriculum and it is important that
teachers realise that archaeology is not just concerned with
the remote, excavated past.

Most of the rest of the curriculum is the same as for
England and the remarks made there about the use of
archaeology in non-history topics apply equally in Wales.

Northern Ireland

The National Curriculum for Northern Ireland is to be
implemented in 1996-97. Its structure resembles that used in
England and Wales. However, the nature of the society in
Northern Ireland is reflected in the importance placed on
cross-curricular themes, particularly ‘education for mutual
understanding’ and ‘cultural heritage’. In history, for all ages,
there is a requirement to provide opportunities to study
artefacts, buildings, sites and museums. At key stage 1, there

is a single programme of study which includes historical skills;
personal history; people, events and celebrations; and topics
(eg way of life, t ransport). There are four historical skills: an
awareness of time, a sense of the past, an awareness of
evidence, and communication skills. For key stage 2, the
same skills are specified but in more depth, and awareness of
the evidence includes interpretations of the past, There are
three study units for this age group which can be studied in
any order: life in early times, the Vikings and life in Victorian
times. Life in early times covers the prehistoric period, for
which Ireland provides abundant evidence. Archaeology has
also contributed greatly to our understanding of the Vikings
in Ireland. There are six study units at key stage 3 and the
historical skills are increased to five, with interpretations and
historical enquiry being separated. The six units are the
Normans and medieval world, rivalry and conflict (17th
century), from union to partition (1800-1922), the 20th
century and two units of the schools own choice. The first
three have to be taught in sequence and include an
understanding of events in both Britain and Ireland. The 20th
century unit deals with European and foreign matters. The
school’'s own units can cover local history, a long time
period, a significant turning point or era, or a past civilisation.
In the latter category, there are several examples with strong
archaeological components, eg ancient Rome, ancient Egypt,
Aztecs and Incas.

A strong theme throughout the curriculum is the desire to
put Northern Irish history into its wider context. Using
archaeological evidence allows this to be easily achieved as
there is an abundance of evidence from both Ireland and
Britain that can be compared and contrasted. Likewise,
appreciating different cultural traditions must involve looking
at the various artefactual symbols that have been used in the
past and are still current today. Understanding the cultural
meanings of artefacts is a fundamental part of archaeology.
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There are currently three pathways in further, and higher,
education: the academic (GCSE, A level and degree), the
vocational (NVQ) and an intermediate between the two
(GNVQ). The equivalences between them can be
summarised as follows:

NVQ level 1 = Foundation GNVQ = 4 GCSEs D-G
NVQ level 2 = Intermediate GNVQ = 4 GCSEs C+
NVQ level 3 = Advanced GNVQ = 2 A levels

NVQ level 4 = GNVQ level 4 = BA, BSc

NVQ level 5 = GNVQ level 5 = MA, MSc

GCSE and A level

There is a growing number of centres offering archaeology at
GCSE, AS level and A level (listed under the later regional
chapters). Two exammation boards have prepared syllabuses:
the Northern Examinations and Assessment Board (NEAB)
who offer all three qualifications, and the Oxford and
Cambridge Examinations and Assessment Council (OCEAC)
who only offer A level. Most of the centres are further
education colleges, including tertiary and sixth form colleges.
Schools also act as examinations centres for archaeology, for
their own pupils or for adult evening classes. These are
mostly local education authority schools, but some are
independent and grant maintained schools. There are also
local authority run adult education centres, often called
community colleges and using a school’s premises.

Summaries of the syllabuses for 1996 arc given below.
They are bring revised in accordance with the School
Curriculum and Assessment Authority’s guidelines and new
syllabuses will appear in due course. It is already decided that
front 1998 the coursework element of the courses should be
weighted at 20% instead of 30% at present.

3,500 -4,000 words. It should involve an element of first
hand investigation. It must show the acquisition, selection
and organisation of relevant knowledge with the use and
understanding of appropriate analytical skills. Excavation
diaries will not be accepted. Any suitable topic may be
chosen. Examples are:

rural or urban landscape study

studying a site or group of sites

material in a museum

critical appraisal of state of current knowledge
an experiment or reconstruction

critical appraisal of an archaeological pioneer
an investigation of a theme from Paper 2

Vocational qualifications

The new alternative vocational routes to education and
training also provide opportunities to study archaeology.
There is a General National Vocational Qualification
(GNVQ) in Leisure and Tourism (Advanced Level). This
consists of core and option units, with additional units which
can be included. One of these additional units (unit 26) is
heritage tourism. The unit contains three elements with
specified evidence indicators:

1 Investigate the structure of the heritage tourism
industry
- presentation of a report on a selected heritage
attraction which identifies the main features, ownership
and responsibility for management of the attraction, and
organised visitor groups.

2 Evaluate the environmental impact of heritage tourism
- a report identifying preservation initiatives for an
attraction, including any visitor control policies, and a
brief description of the impact the attraction has on the
local community.

3 Review interpretive media used by heritage attractions
- an lllustrated description of the interpretation of a
selected attraction for the casual visitor.

The award is made by Edexcel (formerly the Business and
Technology Education Council) who should be contacted
for a full syllabus.

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Types of degree course

There are 34 universities and colleges offering, or planning to
offer, archaeology undergraduate degrees or degrees
containing archaeology modules. Most of them also offer
postgraduate qualifications. There are also three institutions
offering postgraduate courses only.

Archaeology may be studied in the following ways at
British universities:

® Single Honours - archaeology is the major component of
study. Content can vary between universities, and degrees
may be either BA or BSc

® Joint, Duall or Combined Honours - here archaeology is
studied in equal weight with another subject

® General Honours - archaeology is studied as one subject
among several others

® Higher National Diploma - the equivalent of a pass degree

Course content in archaeology

Archaeology as an academic discipline crosses all the
boundaries between arts, social science and science subjects.
This is a source of great opportunity and interest for many
students, but it can be daunting for those
contemplating an archaeology degree who have been
brought up to believe that they are 'on the arts side' or 'on
the science side'. The departments listed below place
different emphases in their teaching throughout this
interdisciplinary range, and, although there are accepted
base-lines which most consider they must present, it is worth
the prospective candidate making enquiries to discover the
emphases of the departments they are considering applying to.

The basic components of a single honours course in
archaeology may be considered to include the following
elements, agreed between the Standing Committee of
University Professors and Heads of Archaeology Departments
(SCUPHA) and the Institute of Field Archaeologist (IFA).
These are not ranked:

® the history, contemporary role and organisation of
archaeology and its public dissemination

@ theoretical and methodological studies, including, for
example, experimental archaeology and ethnoarchaeology

® analytical approaches in science-based archaeology,
including mathematical and quantitative techniques

@ extensive fieldwork experience

® a range of studies across a broad chronological and
geographical spectrum

* systematic experience in handling primary evidence
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Joint and combined degrees will normally cover the majority
of these components, although in less detail.

Most departments elect to teach this foundation as core or
compulsory courses throughout the 3 or 4 years of the
undergraduate degree. However, choice is being increasingly
offered by means of optional components. These, perfectly
properly, tend to reflect lecturers’ spheres of research interest
and expertise. Details are available in department
prospectuses, or at department open days.

The main trends in archaeology teaching may be
characterised under four principal headings, although to do so
necessarily involves overplaying distinctions between them.
The first approach may be termed ‘traditional’; a pattern of
teaching and scholarship, established over many years, dealing
especially with the ancient literate civilisations of the
Mediterranean Basin and Near East, and the more recent
cultures of Europe. It is closely related to aspects of historical
study in its empirical use of textual evidence, combining
material evidence with conventional written sources to create
a commonsense narrative of events, economies, social
organisation and lifestyles.

The second approach may be styled ‘social theoretical’. In
this style of teaching, current philosophical and theoretical
debates and structures are used much more explicitly as a
guide to our understanding of the past today. As such,
teaching is quite firmly rooted in sociological and
anthropological theory, and is largely thematic, identifying
Issues, key ideas and types of society as agendas for study.
Thus themes such as monumentality, gender, or power
relations, which might be taught across the boundaries of
time or cultural space, are prominent.

A third strand is clearly ‘scientific’. Here careful
distinctions must be drawn, on the one hand between
scientific techniques and methods such as geophysics,
absolute dating or environmental archaeology and the results
which emerge from them and, on the other, the belief that
archaeology itself is in a wider sense a science employing all
the appropriate mental attitudes and approaches. The subject
is increasingly employing information drawn from various
branches of science, and there is a growing range of
techniques and equipment specifically designed by and for
archaeologists. Scientific applications are chiefly in areas of
conservation, environment, material composition, dating, and
geophysics.

The fourth approach may be termed ‘managerial’. It 1s
underpinned by an understanding of the rapid degradation of
the field archaeological record by developments of many
kinds, and exposes students to the decisions necessarily made
by the many practising archaeologists who earn then having in
caring for and protecting archaeological resources in the
landscape.

The excitement of archaeology is the way it ranges across
these broad areas of scholarship and applied research. Degree
courses can be largely tooted in the humanities or social
sciences, but have some science (BA), or be mainly grounded
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in the sciences, but have elements of arts-based traditions

(BSc/BTech). Such a spanning of the disciplines is not only

exciting in its own right but is proving attractive to a wide
range of employers interested in graduates familiar with
working in both arts and sciences,

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Archaeology is a very popular subject: a recent survey
showed that almost 17,000 people attended archaeology
courses provided by the extra-mural departments of
universities. There are over 1,000 courses to choose from
every year in the United Kingdom. The range of experience
includes traditional lecture-style evening classes, day-schools,
residential courses, public lectures and study tours abroad.
Some courses have developed into research projects in their
own right, such as the Shapwick project undertaken by
Bristol University, or the Samian pottery project carried out
at the University of Wales in Cardiff. Some courses may
Include opportunities to participate in training excavations or
aspects of post-excavation.

Recent education reforms, resulting in the creation of the
Higher and Further Education Funding Councils, will alter
the nature of courses provided in England and Wales. Future
funding will focus on courses leading to qualifications. This
will lead to an increasing number of certificate and diploma
courses, but will also Involve traditional courses being
awarded university credits in return for some sort of course
work. At the moment, there are still courses available of the
traditional, unaccredited type but these may become an
increasingly small element of departments programmes.
Many departments are offering general qualifications based on
accumulating credits from a variety of different courses,
which may include archaeology. However, some are
developing specific archaeology qualifications (certificate,
diploma or MA). Short courses can often be taken in their
own right with credits awarded. They do not always have to
be taken as part of a certificate package. Scotland has not yet
been reformed but extra-mural funding is under review and
may well be heading towards accreditation in the future.

The Worker's Educational Association can offer courses
for leisure Interest through its network of local branches.
Contact addresses are listed in the regional sections of this
directory. Local further education colleges also run courses
for leisure interest as well as offering A Level and GCSE

Archaeology.

Qualification courses

There are three types of qualification offered: certificate,
diploma and degree (BA or MA). They can be taken over
varying lengths of time. Most universities also offer general
certificates which can be compiled by combining accredited
courses in any topic. New certificate courses are being
planned at many universities and some courses currently

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Where do archaeologists work?

The popular image of archaeologists as people who simply
dig holes is far from accurate. Archaeology embraces much
more than digging. Among other things, it includes
conservation, analysis, interpretation, education, and record
keeping amongst other things. Archaeologists can be found
in national agencies like English Heritage, Cadw or
Historic Scotland), in local authorities, national parks,
museums, universities, planning consultancies, and in private
practice. Archaeology Jobs can be classified into five main
areas:

= heritage management
= field archaeology

= museum work

= teaching
archaeological science

There arc fewer opportunities than there are those qualified
to apply for them. Moreover, outside the national agencies,
local authorities and universities, jobs tend to be short-term
and career prospects limited. However, those who are
committed and persevere often manage to make a career in
archaeology. It is usually reckoned that up to 3000 people are
employed as archaeologists in Britain.

Many career archaeologists are members of the Institute of
Field Archaeologists (IFA) which exists to validate
professional competence and to promote professional
standards. Applicants for admission to IFA membership are
validated on the basis of their academic and vocational
qualifications, practical experience and documented
achievements. IFA membership IS increasingly preferred by
archaeological employers.

Archaeology graduates have a very good record of
alternative employment, especially in industry and
commerce. The combination of arts and sciences, the applied
nature of the science and the teamwork involved in field
projects arc all seen by employers as useful training for a wide
variety of careers.

Heritage management

The archaeological heritage is under threat from natural
processes of erosion and man-made development. It is vital
that the remains of the past are properly recorded and, where
appropriate, conserved. Interpreting and communicating
what we know about the past is a necessary part of ensuring
the survival of archaeological evidence. Archaeologists now
speak of curating the heritage, which encompasses these

activities and much more. There are both national and local
agencies who carry out this work. In many cases, the curating
role is only one of their functions.

National agencies

The four main public archaeological organisations in the UK
are English Heritage, Historic Scotland, Cadw: Welsh
Historic Monuments, and the Environment and Heritage
Service, Northern Ireland. Their main role is to bring about
the long term conservation and widespread understanding
and enjoyment of the historic environment. These
organisations employ Inspectors of Ancient Monuments who
deal with the preservation and protection of sites and
monuments, monitor fieldwork projects and recommend
grant aid. Inspectors usually work within a large region, and
this generally involves much travelling. Much of the work
is taken up with writing reports and giving advice.
Historic Buildings Inspectors have a similar role in relation
to buildings and have detailed knowledge of art history or
architecture. English Heritage also has sections concerned
with the conservation of finds, illustration and publication,
and specialised scientific services provided through the
Ancient Monuments Laboratory.

The main aim of the three Royal Commissions on
Historical Monuments (for England, Scotland and Wales) IS
to compile and make available surveys of ancient
monuments, buildings and other field remains of all periods,
details of which are collated into national databases for each
country. An important aspect of then- work is aerial
archaeology, and the curation of major collections of aerial
photographs.

The National Trust (England, Wales and Northern
Ireland), founded in 1895, exists to promote the permanent
preservation for the nation of land with outstanding natural
features and animal and plant life, and buildings of beauty or
historic interest. There are estimated to be more than 40,000
sites of archaeological interest in the ownership of the
National Trust, about 6 per cent of the national total.

The National Trust for Scotland is a separate organisation.
National Parks also employ archaeologists to look after
archaeological sites in their area. Such posts involve
recording, surveying and sometimes excavating sites.

Several other organisations, such as the Council for British
Archaeology and Council for Scottish Archaeology, employ
small staffs. These bodies provide a bridge between amateur
and professional archaeology, acting to promote the subject
with emphasis on information, education, conservation and
publication.

Local authorities

A majority of county and regional councils in Britain, and a
growing number of district, unitary and city authorities,
employ archaeologists. An important role for most of these
posts is to provide advice on the conservation or recording of
archaeological remains when applications for planning
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permission are being determined, and to ensure that
fieldwork is carried out to sufficient standard.

Such curatorial work relies upon the Sites and Monuments
Record: a database of the historic environment, usually kept
at county or regional level. An SMR should have its own
team to keep it updated and to assist the local authority in
monitoring planning applications.

Qualifications

Most people employed in the above will have degrees in
archaeology. However, there is a growing number of courses
in heritage management at universities. Some include
heritage studies as part of wider courses. The degrees go
under a variety of names incorporating words like heritage,
conservation, environment, planning, tourism and leisure.
There are also postgraduate courses dealing specifically with
archaeological heritage management at Birmingham,
Edinburgh, London, Newcastle and York.

Field archaeology

Archaeology in the field is concerned with the recording,
recovery and interpretation of evidence from the past. This
need not involve excavation. Excavating a site is not
undertaken lightly, as it inevitably involves removing the
evidence while recovering and recording it. Also, there is a
great deal of standing evidence from the past as well as
material brought to the surface by activities such as
ploughing. Much fieldwork is done in response to
development planning controls and is funded by developers.
There are both national agencies and independent
organisations who carry out fieldwork. In some cases, the
same organisation will also be responsible for curating
functions as well as fieldwork.

National agencies

English Heritage contains the Central Archaeology Service
whose role is to advise on archaeological activities funded by
English Heritage, and forms a mobile field team for surveys,
evaluations, watching briefs and excavations. The National
Trust employs a number of Archaeological Field Officers
who record, survey and occasionally excavate sites in its care.
National Park archaeologists also may get involved in field
work. The relatively undeveloped landscapes of the national
parks include many surviving remains from the prehistoric
period onwards. A few other national agencies or privatised
utilities, such as The Forestry Commission and British Gas
employ field archaeologists, as do a growing number of civil
engineering, architectural and planning practices.

Units and trusts
Most archaeological fieldwork occasioned by development is
carried out by independent units. These vary a good deal in
size and organisation, some being attached to museums or
local authorities, others to universities, or existing as
Independent trusts or charities.

Units and trusts provide the bulk of jobs in the field - such
as surveying, excavation, photography, finds processing -
together with the special expertise needed to bring field
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projects to publication (eg the study of animal bones, hunran
remains, artefacts, finds conservation, editorial and drawing
skills).

Consultants

Developers who hire their own archaeological contractors
may turn to a consultant for advice. Consultants may also be
called upon to advise local authorities on particular issues, and
are sometimes engaged by national agencies or the private
sector to undertake specialised research.

Qualifications

Most people employed in archaeological units will have an
undergraduate degree in archaeology. Further training in field
techniques and management will take place during the course
of their work.

Museums

Museums are the chief repository for archaeological finds
from excavation and field survey. Museums contain human
artefacts from all periods, including the 20th century.
However, m the museum profession, archaeology has a more
specialised meaning. It tends to be used to cover the earlier
remains, up to about 1700. These are more likely to come to
the museum as a result of excavation, and usually form the
major historical source for the period in the museum. The
later periods will include documents, published material and
photographs, and are seen as falling within the discipline of
social history.

Museum work
Museums offer a range of opportunities. Keepers of
Archaeology may be involved in fieldwork, but are more
often responsible for the curation of artefacts and related tasks
of interpretation and research. An important part of the Job
of the museum archaeologist is to deal with enquries from
the public, often identifying finds that they have brought in.
There are also opportunities for conservators. Some museums
operate field archaeology units or are involved in local
archaeological work through links with local societies.
Heritage interpretation centres are becoming more
common, with emphasis on reconstruction and presentation
to the public, with commensurate opportunities for
consultants, and marketing and design professionals.

Qualifications

University qualifications in museum studies will be needed
for advancement in the curatorial side of the profession. The
main academic route has traditionally been through Leicester
University Department of Museum Studies. Since 1989, the
Museum Training Institute has been responsible for
developing qualifications in museum training through NVQs
(National Vocational Qualifications). They should be
contacted for up to date information. Postgraduate MA
degrees in Museum Studies are currently offered at Leicester,
Newcastle, and University College London. There is a MPhil

course in Archaeological Heritage and Museums at
Cambridge. Courses in aspects of industrial heritage
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management are also available at Ironbridge Gorge. In
addition, there are many courses in conservation and the
wider aspects of heritage management.

Teaching

Archaeology is taught widely in Britain, at various levels and
in various institutions. It is useful to divide archaeology
teaching into school education, further education, higher
education and continuing education. National agencies, and a
growing number of archaeology units and trusts employ
education officers, though these are more usually found in
museums. The work done by education officers will include
running teachers’ courses, taking school classes for practical
sessions and site tours, helping local societies and continuing
education classes, helping to set up or run Young
Archaeologists’ Club branches, producing information sheets
and organising holiday events. Many museum education
officers will have a teaching background, as will some of
those employed by national agencies and units. However,
there are many who do not and have moved into education
work from a background in archaeology.

School education

Archaeology does not appear as a separate subject in the
National Curricula for England, Scotland or Wales. However, it
is laid down that archaeological material must be used in the
teaching of history at all key stages in England and Wales. It
is also used by many teachers for teaching other subjects, such
as geography, science, technology, maths and English. The
curriculum in Scotland does not have the same statutory
authority and is structured quite differently to that in England
and Wales. Archaeology is more explicitly recommended for
use in Scotland for teaching People in the Past, within
Environmental Studies. Unfortunately, archaeology is not
usually accepted as a qualifying subject for admission to
teacher training. Those wanting to go into teaching in
schools should do joint honours courses. Not all training
courses for teachers include the use of archaeological evidence,
although there arc exceptions, and enquiries should be directed
to the college or university. Most schools rely on help from
archaeology units or museums to deliver an archaeological
input into the curriculum. Archaeology at 14+ is available at
GCSE through the Northern Examinations and Assessment
Board. This is currently offered by around 20 schools.

Further education

Opportunities for teaching archaeology in further education
are less widespread but Increasing. There are further
education colleges offering archaeology at GCSE and A level,
as well as non-vocational courses. Archaeology can also be
taught as part of tourism courses, for instance the GNVQ in
Leisure and Tourism through Edexcel. There are two A level

syllabuses for archaeology, produced by the Northern
Examinations and Assessment Board, and Cambridge
University. These are offered by schools, either to their sixth
forms or as adult community colleges, or by further
education colleges. Teacher training would be the normal
route into further education teaching.

Higher education

There are 37 universities that teach archaeology at
undergraduate or postgraduate level. These offer a variety of
teaching opportunities. Competition for lecturers’ posts is
fierce and staff will have good BA or BSc degrees with a
postgraduate degree as well. Within departments, aspects of
teaching may be devolved to postgraduate students. Short
term contract demonstrators may also be employed who will
usually be recent graduates building up employment experience.
Universities also carry out a great deal of research, often
involving long term excavations and landscape surveys.

Continuing education
The widest opportunity for teaching archaeology has
traditionally been in continuing education. Universities have
offered courses for the public through their extra-mural
departments. These may be weekly evening classes, day schools,
summer schools, study tours, residential weekends or single
lectures. Tutors are employed on short term contracts to teach
the particular course for a set hourly rate. Classes would be held
at various centres, not just in the university. Changes in finding
for courses mean that teaching should in future lead to the
award of qualifications. It is uncertain what the effect of this
will be in the long term, but the traditional patterns of teaching
will certainly change. Many universities are now offering
part-time certificate and diploma courses in archaeology.
Other providers of courses for the public are WEA
branches (Workers’' Educational Association) who are able to
focus on more non-vocational courses, further education
colleges and local education authorities. They all rely on
networks of professional and amateur tutors. No formal
qualifications are needed to become an adult education
part-time tutor. However, some evidence of experience or
competence in archaeology will be required. There is a City
and Guilds teaching certificate in further and adult education
which can be taken.

Archaeological science

There are various jobs in archaeology that involve the use of
scientific techniques. These are an important part of
archaeology and can be divided into broad areas of activity:
dating artefacts and sites, bioarchaeology (study of animal and
plant remains associated with human activity),
geoarchaeology (study of archaeological sediments),
conservation of artefacts, prospecting for sites (including the
use of geophysics), statistics and computing, and materials
science.

University courses

Undergraduate and postgraduate courses are available in
archaeological science at many universities. Departments will
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specialise in different aspects of archaeological science and it
is important to see their prospectuses before making a
decision on what course to apply for. Most courses will
require some science background. Conservation courses
specifically ask for chemistry at A or AS level. An
undergraduate degree in science rather than archaeology will
be acceptable for study at postgraduate level.

Career opportunities

Archaeologcal science is seen as a specialist area, for which
there are fewer potential researchers each of whom is
therefore somewhat more generously funded. Good
graduates who undertake further archaeological science
training still have an above average (for the archaeological
community as a whole) chance of employment. Trained
archaeological conservators, in particular, have good
employment opportunities. For other branches of
archaeological science some opportunities exist in specialist
research laboratories such as those of the British Museum and
English Heritage, as well as some of the larger excavation
units. Research carried out in universities requires rather
fewer people, but this is another source of work. Yet other
archaeological scientists work freelance on a contract basis.
Science-trained archaeologists also find employment in the
field on excavations and surveys, where their skills are of use
in surveying, geophysical prospection, sampling of biological
remains and statistical analysis of results.

Where can | find out about
jobs in archaeology?

The Insutute of Field Archaeologists (see below for their
address) runs a Jobs Information Service. The Service
provides subscribers with a weekly collation of all
archaeological jobs advertised in the national press (including
Scottish, Welsh and Irish papers), as well as a ‘Jobs Sought’
page where you can advertise your availability for work.

Jobs are commonly advertised in The Guardian and
Independent newspapers. The Museums Journal, and specialised
periodicals in the fields of architecture, planning and local
government also carry advertisements.

There are many local resources that teachers can make use of
The following sections list them under CBA Regions in
England, with a separate section for Greater London, and in
Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland. There are two
contacts that teachers can make directly through the CBA.
These are the Education Liaison Officers (ELOs) and the
Young Archaeologists' Club. Each English region and Wales
has an ELO. Their remit is to help teachers with information
about resources and put them in touch with archaeologists
who can help them. The Young Archaeologists’ Club (see
page 22) has a network of local branches which can provide
pupils with experience of archaeology outside school. Adults
are always needed to help run the Club and teachers who
would like to get involved should contact then- nearest
branch, listed in the sections below.

Continuing and further education courses

Teachers with an interest in archaeology can develop this by
attending one of the many adult education courses offered by
universities and the WEA. The CBA can be contacted for
information about these (published in CBA Briefing, five
times a year). They can also be contacted directly for their
current brochures and addresses are given in each section.
Many local further education colleges run courses, including
GCSE and A level, which are also listed.

Archaeological organisations

Information about sites and finds in the local area can be
obtained from the Sites and Monuments Record. This can be
consulted by contacting the county or district archaeology
service (or one of the four Trusts in Wales). Local authority
archaeologists often give advice to schools and some provide
an education service for their area. Archaeological work in
the field is undertaken by the various ‘units’ (see page 15).
The services that an organisation provides for schools are
listed under its address in each section. In many areas of the
country, valuable archaeological work is done by local
societies. Some societies concentrate on organising
programmes of lectures or field visits. However, others can-y
out fieldwork and often welcome interest from schools, or
even offers of help. It is these societies active in the field
which are listed below.

Sites worth visiting

To provide pupils with a first hand experience of
archaeological finds or sites, it is often necessary to make
visits outside the classroom. Simply leaving the school gates
can give access to a historic environment. Any town or
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village high street will show a variety of building styles from
different periods of the past. However, a more direct
experience of particular periods can be had by visiting the
many specialist sites that exist. The United Kingdom is
fortunate in having a wealth of these going back over
thousands of years. Some are of international importance and
have been recognised as World Heritage Sites. The efforts of
archaeologists in exploring them over the last 200 years has
yielded a great deal of material held in local museums, which
are listed with an indication of the main strengths of their
collections. Most general purpose museums will include
much material from the last 100 years, and this can be used in
the same way as earlier material. However, within the
museum profession this later material (usually from 1700
onwards) is described under social history rather than
archaeology. One important class of site that schools should
consider visiting is their local church or chapel (always
contacting the incumbent priest or minister first). These
provide many opportunities for the study of architectural
styles, changes over time and the role of buildings in past and
present societies. There are too many to list below but the
major historic cathedrals and abbeys are noted in each
section.

Many sites are in the care of the state. In England, these
are looked after by English Heritage; in Scotland by Historic
Scotland; in Wales by Cadw; and in Northern Ireland by the
Environment and Heritage Service. The National Trust and
National Trust of Scotland also care for historic sites. All such
sites are listed under the organisation which cares for them
with a short description of what the site is. The organisations
concerned can be contacted for further information (see
pages 22-23). Some historic properties are in private
ownership and those belonging to the Historic House
Association are also listed.

Archaeologists seldom look at sites on their own rather
than as part of the historic landscape. One particular type of
landscape that has received recognition is the historic
battlefield. Those in England are now listed on the English
Heritage Battlefields Register (for information contact
English Heritage Battlefields Register, 23 Savile Row,
London W1X 1AB, tel 0171 973 3000). Inclusion of a site
on the Register does not ensure statutory protection for sites
nor does it provide rights of public access.

All sites and organisations listed below should be contacted
well in advance of any class project. They will have crowded
schedules and their time will often be filled for some months
ahead. For a successful visit to a site or museum, long term
planning and full discussion with the Education Officer is
essential.

CATHEDRALS AND MAJOR ABBEYS

Until modern times, cathedrals, abbeys, churches and chapels
were among the most impressive buildings of their day.
Many are still central to the lives of their local community.
Most are multi-period and can provide evidence of many
architectural styles, as well as revealing much about religious
practice through the ages. Many have been investigated
archaeologically. Only the cathedrals and best surviving
monastic remains are listed below.

Bangor Cathedral
Largely 14th to 16th century.

Buildwas Abbey
Cistercian abbey, whose ruins, and parts preserved in later buildings,
date from the 12th century.

Llandaff Cathedral
Earliest fabric is late 13th century but most of it is 14th century.

Neath Abbey
Cistercian Abbey, parts of which survive in a later house whose ruins
date mostlyfrom the 12th and 14th centuries.

St Asaph Cathedral
Most of the fabric is 14th century.

St David’'s Cathedral
Earliest fabric is late 12th century and building continued into the
16th century.

Ruins of a Cistercian abbey, dating from the 13th to 15th centuries.
